Minutes:

The minutes of September 9, 2014 were reviewed and approved.
New Business:

Lou Antonick, Deputy Fire Marshall, was asked to speak on Evacuation Planning.  Lou reviewed the 2012 International Fire Code which has been adopted by the City of Helena; highlighting areas that are focused on during his assessments.
Discussion included:  

*Identify Emergency Planning duties and responsibilities and communicate with all.

*Assisting people with permanent or temporary disabilities (i.e, how do you move people out of a building or to an area of rescue if the elevator is not available?)  What do you do once you are out of the building (think of 20 below zero weather!). 
*If your location does not have an “Area of Rescue” where one would take an individual during an emergency when they are not able to exit the building, he recommends any “Forward Progress” toward the exit is acceptable.

* When to call 9-1-1.  Don’t call supervisor first, if it is an emergency, don’t hesitate, call 9-1-1.
*Layout and post the floor plan.  Do a walk around and find the location of extinguishers and fire alarm pull stations, and any other safety equipment (AED’s, 1st aid kits, etc.).

*Try to conduct at least two fire drills each year (unannounced).  He suggested adding things to the drill such as simulating a blocked exit so occupants become aware of other ways out of the building.

*1-800-525-5555 is the Toll Free # to the Montana Highway Patrol if you want to report a non-emergency issue while on the highway anywhere in Montana.

*Addressing everyone’s accountability is extremely important so we know everyone is safe and made it to the assembly area!
