The meeting was called to order at 10:30 a.m.  There was NOT a quorum but no action items were needed.
Minutes:

The minutes of June 9, 2015 were previously reviewed and approved.
New Business:

a) Tour of Missouri River Water Treatment and Wastewater Treatment Plants
Thom and Laura from MMIA wanted to tour the two facilities to familiarize themselves with the liability/risk management aspects of the locations.  Jason Fladland provided a guided tour to of the Missouri River Water Plant and Fred Irby and Mark Fitzwater provided a tour of the Wastewater Plant. 

b) Job Hazard Analyses  Morgan had previously sent to all Safety Committee members copies of sample Safety Inspection forms from MMIA.  Department of Labor recently had a “surprise inspection” of the Streets and Traffic Departments.  Thom said that DofL will be doing more of these inspections and felt the City should be on aware of this and preparing their departments for the next surprise.  The Safety Committee members present identified some items that might need further action on the part of the departments.  Items included such things as:
Using cleats during the winter outside. (Both locations)
Provide non-skid floor mats at areas where water covers the floor, or dry mop all spills. (Both locations)
Spray some orange paint on the curbing around certain equipment so as to warn people of possible trip hazards. (Missouri River)
Put a light in the stair well (Missouri River)

Fix leak on showerhead (Missouri River)

Security cameras being monitored by a live staff person of the facility(ies) with only one night person on duty/or no person on duty?  (If someone is hurt and is the only one on duty, how would others know about it?) (Both)
Any beams that are used to hang lifting devices need a label with its capacity and certification on it. (Both)
Grinders must have appropriate guards on them and wheels in good condition. (Both)
Flammables stored in flammables cupboard. (Both)
Lips put on shelves to keep things from falling off the front.  (Both)
Shelves should be anchored to the walls. (Both)
Heavy items on shelves should be lowered to waist level. (Both)

Periodic (monthly at minimum) self-inspections are to be completed and documented at all departments; including fire extinguishers. (Both)
Follow-up:

Morgan reminded members that she will be contacting them over the next few months to set up times to meet with Thom Danenhower of MMIA to complete job hazard analyses at the department levels.  Still to be inspected are Administration/CCAB, Fire, Police, Solid Waste and Parking.
Other Business: 
Brandi Dalton of the Streets/Traffic Departments and Fred Irby of the Wastewater Treatment Department were welcomed and thanked for being the newest members of the committee.
