The meeting was called to order at 10:30 a.m. 

The group went over a sample of the “First Report” and discussed how to properly fill it out. Often times, the HR office receives reports that are missing key information. The group discussed the importance of completing the personal information section, including the employee’s home address—not filling in the work address in this section. The other focus was on accurately and completely filling in the detail of the accident/injury. The need to be very specific on what happened is very important.
The group then discussed group accomplishments. What are good ideas regarding workplace safety. Filling out MSD sheets when inspector shows up at work sites. Coming up with more training.

James Fehr with HR will send out the sample first report to all committee members so that they can disseminate information.

Parks may have some issue with accessing safety information—computer time. Is there a way to give access and time to computers? We could improve on information about how groups are doing with safety—are we decreasing accidents? This information would be beneficial.

Discussed the need to ensure importance of safety meeting is a priority. Improve attendance.

HR could email agendas out ahead of time. We could remind people about meetings. Minutes could be sent out ahead of time.

Future topics: MSDS, confined spaces, respiratory protection, fire services through HAZMAT—awareness/training.

In the future: safety information “takebacks” could be sent out more frequently than the committee meets so members could more frequently report safety information to their departments/divisions.
