The meeting was called to order at 10:30 a.m.
Minutes:

The minutes of December 11, 2013 were reviewed and approved.
New Business:

Don Anderson of Water Treatment presented training on Hazard Communication and Global Harmonization System (GHS) Revisions to SDS (Safety Data Sheets).  He reported that these changes should be implemented by June 1, 2014.  He also had copies of proper labeling pictograms and asked anyone who wanted copy(ies) for their department to let him know.  He offered copies of the cd with this PowerPoint on it for others to share with their co-workers.  
Discussion was held regarding where is the best place to post the Safety Data Sheets and other Hazard Communications.  Don recommended the Hazard Communications should be posted at the entrances of the buildings that have hazardous materials stored in them.  This posting would also explain where to locate the most current Safety Data Sheets.  He said he keeps the SD sheets in a notebook that are available to all employees who might be at risk of exposure.  The newly written SD Sheets should NOT be filed with the old MSD sheets.  The new SD sheets should have their own notebook with the most up-to-date information in them so as not to confuse staff.  Older MSD sheets should be kept but in a separate binder that is labeled as such.
Don said if anyone had questions, he would try to help answer them.  Since Parks & Rec and Fire were not represented at this meeting, Morgan said she’d let them know that these posters are available to them, too.

Follow-up:

Solid Waste Laundry:  Morgan heard back from Jim Lang that he, or a designee, will collect laundry from employees to take to the shop for washing and drying.  

AEDs:  Morgan spoke with Gery Carpenter and Troy Sampson on the status of this.  Gery said that it will be discussed at a Building Committee meeting this month.  Other issues have arisen regarding the use of AEDs (training, liability, effectiveness, legal, etc.).  The City Attorney is now involved and findings will be presented at said meeting.  Gery told Morgan he’d let her know the outcome.
Certified Flagger Training:  Carl and Wayne said that the Trainer out of Bozeman is no longer coming here to provide the training and staff would have to travel out of town to get the certification.  Action:  Morgan will refer this to Ben Sautter.
Safety Survey:  No one had any feedback from their departments.  Morgan suggested that this Committee should bring safety training and issues to their department meetings.  This would be a way for others to recognize these committee members as THEIR safety reps, not to mention counting toward a mandatory Safety Training for the year!
Other Business:  Wayne, Carrie, Maggie, Jeff, Keith and Carl’s terms on the Safety Committee expires in April.  Action:  Morgan will send out an e-mail to those departments’ heads and request a replacement, or a renewal of the current members.

Confined Space and Trench Training:  Morgan said she hasn’t gotten very far on this, but will follow-up with Randall Camp.
