SLIP-SLIDDING-AWAY!
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 Unless you are ice skating or skiing, you don’t want to be slipping and sliding – especially around the workplace.  Weather-related slips and falls become a serious hazard as winter conditions often make for wet or icy surfaces outdoors.  Even wet leaves or mud can create treacherous walking conditions.  Spills and leaks inside can also lead to slips and falls.  

Let’s create a slip-free zone, inside and out.  

Inside:

· Clean up spills, drips and leaks immediately (even a little coffee spill on the floor can cause a slip, a fall, and an injury).

· Put up signs or barriers to warn people when floors are wet, slippery, or otherwise hazardous.

· Put down mats on wet days near entryways to help keep floors dry.
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· See to it that slippery spots are sanded or salted immediately.

· Wear sensible shoes with nonskid soles on bad weather days.

· Wipe your feet when you come in from outside.

· Learn to walk slowly, take small steps, and slide your feet on wet or slippery surfaces.

· Try to take care of the slipping hazard yourself!  If you can’t, be sure to notify your supervisor before someone slips and falls!
Remember:

If you are injured by a slip and fall, it could mean lost workdays, workers’ compensation and other medical treatment.  So, be aware of your surroundings!
